On March 17th, Head Start and Early Head
Start staff and management, Board, Policy
Council, and community partners gathered to-
gether for an intensive review of FiveCAP Head
Start/Early Head Start Service Plans.

Participants broke into groups for an in-depth
review of the Head Start Performance Standards with discus-
sion of FiveCAP program goals, strengths and weaknesses in
each of the following topic areas: Eligibility, Recruitment,
Selection, Enrollment, and Attendance (ERSEA); Education;
Family & Community Engagement; Facilities; Early Head
Start; Transition Services; Disabilities; and Health Program
Services.

The outcome of this annual Grant Planning event, pro-
vides a summary of strengths and weaknesses, and recom-
mendations used to develop next year’s program goals and
objectives to be included in our continuation grant applica-
tion for FY 2023/2024 which will be due in August 2023.

Mason Co. Emergency
Home Repair
assistance for wells/
septics and roofs

The Mason County Emergency Repair Pro-
gram is a deferred (forgivable) payment loan to
eligible homeowners for home repairs.

Eligible repairs include furnace, well/septic,
plumbing, drain system hook-up, handicap
ramps, electrical, or roof repair/replacement.
All other items will be considered. Contractors
must be licensed and insured.

Deferred loans will only have to be repaid if
the homeowner refinances or sells the home, or
upon transfer or ownership convenance
(voluntary or involuntary). The possibility of
loan deferral continuation may be allowed if
heirs are income eligible and reside in property
as a principal residence.

Approval of services is based on CDBG
program eligibility criteria (80% of Area Medi-
an Income), health and safety, and cost effec-
tiveness of service. All awards must be ap-
proved by the Mason County Review Board.
