     Weatherization not only helps reduce the burden 

of increased energy costs, it also makes homes safer 

for children, the elderly and disabled.  

     Weatherization services vary from home to home. 

A health and safety audit is conducted by assessing 

the need for smoke detectors, carbon monoxide 

alarms and checking for gas leaks. Work can include 

air sealing, such as installing weather strips on doors, 

caulking, trim installation, patching holes in walls 

and replacing windows and doors.  

     Household income must be at or below 200% of 

the federal poverty level. Contact your FiveCAP 

county office to apply. 
 

     Weatherization services for Mason, Lake, and 

Newaygo counties are coordinated in partnership 

with the Mid-Michigan Community Action Agency, 

and funded by the U.S. Department of Energy.
